The state AAUW organization took responsibility for AAUW Tech Trek. It was held at Highlands
University in Las Vegas and served 48 girls from across the state. Elizabeth Ratzlaff was the
director. Tech Trek provided four core classes with 12 girls taking each class, “App Inventor”,
“Biomechanics”, “Computer Modeling”, and “Sun to Us”. As well campers participated in 32
workshops, such as “Wildfire Science” (Sarah Brown from NMHU), “We Are What We Eat”,
“Light, Color, and Sparkles”, and “Baking in the Sun”, with each girl taking two each afternoon,
except Thursday. On Thursday campers took a field trip to Rio Moro Wildlife Refuge, for out-
door classes provided there, such as Geocaching, Map Reading, Hiking, Toads and Crawfish,
Surveying, One Rock Dams, Insects, and Archery.
